One of our biggest focus areas is the importance of reading. We ask that children read 

for a minimum of ten to fifteen minutes every day. Every child has been provided with a 

home reading journal, which should be in school every day and signed every week.  

 

Ç Passion ð To develop a genuine love for reading a range of books  

ÇFluency ð the speed and accuracy a child should be able to read at their level.  

Ç By the end of year 6, children should be able to read 90 words per minute!  

Ç Decoding ð Saying words aloud and using phonic knowledge to be able to solve.  

Ç Retrieval ð Being able to find words, phrases or even key information quickly.  

Ç Skimming and Scanning ð searching through texts quickly to find key information.  

Ç Inference ð Interpreting what the author is implying from clues within a text.  



SPELLINGS IN YEAR 6 

In order  to  tailor  spellings  to the  individual  needs  of the  children,  we  will  be  trialing  a new  

spelling  scheme,  as well  as continue  to teach  children  the  key  spelling  rules they  require  as 

part  of KS2. Each  week,  children  will  test each  other  from  a list of words  made  up  of those  

from  our  spelling  rules. 

This term,  we  have  sent home  a spelling  overview  of all  60 words  children  are  required  to 

learn  and  spell  over  the  next  6 weeks . 

Pre-exposure  to these  words  takes  out  the  fear  of the  unknown  and  allows  children  to 

independently  extend  their  learning . 

You can help your child by:  

Ç Say it, Cover it, Write it, Check it  

Ç Identifying familiar words or sounds  

Ç Use the words daily around the house  

Ç Ask them to explain the rule  

ÇLearning definitions and alternate synonyms  

Ç Word searches, cross words & anagrams  

Ç Practice writing words in sentences  

ÇFind other words that follow the spelling
